Summary Report — July 2004

The July 2004 count was conducted on 18". Coverage of the count completely
includes the whole Mai Po Inner Deep Bay Ramsar Site and the Futian National Nature
Reserve in Shenzhen.

A total of 3,945 waterbirds were recorded in the Deep Bay area. Of which, atotal
of 2,237 (57%) waterbirds were present in the Ramsar Site. Ardeids was the largest
group of birds in the count, which a total of 3,014 (76%) birds were counted. The
second highest was waders and atotal of 740 (19%) birds were recorded. The increase
of waterbird numbers from the June count is thought to be the recruitment of young
ardeids born in this spring and presence of some southward passage shorebirds.

Table 1 shows the comparison of the count with that of the previous year’'s
counts and the average for the month. It indicated the numbers of waterbird in Deep
Bay area and the Ramsar Site are the new high numbers since the same count had
been begun in 1998. The waterbird number in the whole Deep Bay area has increased
by 25% compared to the highest number in July 2003.
