These data are
essential for monitoring the value of wetlands, endangered species,
population and environmental changes. It forms an important
component of the conservation and management of the Mai Po
Inner Deep Bay Ramsar Site.

The “Waterbird Count Training Workshop” is an annual event
designed to allow more member to participate in waterbird count. It
is a good opportunity chance to learn the techniques required for
waterbird counting at the Mai Po Inner Deep Bay area, plus, of
course, the satisfaction of contributing to the conservation and
management work of the Ramsar Site.

All members are welcome to join, the basic requirement being some
knowledge with the common waterbirds in the Deep Bay area.
