I am a member of the Hong Kong Birdwatching Society, and I am writing to
express my concern at the plans for the development of the Tsen Wen River
Estuary in south-west Taiwan.

In Hong Kong we are lucky in that up to 70 Black-faced Spoonbills winter at
Mai Po Marshes Nature Reserve. At the Tsen Wen estuary, however, you are
fortunate enough to play host to over 200 Black-faced Spoonbills every winter.
The estuary is the most important wintering site in the world for this
species, which is thought to have a total population of about 350 birds. The
Tsen Wen Estuary supports almost 60% of the world population.

The destruction of the estuary could result in the extinction of this
beautiful bird, since so few are left. I very much hope that the development
plans will be reconsidered, and that the Tsen Wan estuary will be protected as
a wetland of international importance, for the Black-faced Spoonbill and the
other waterbirds which live there.
